‘award took place during the Region-

‘dedicated to ‘‘Mitch” and was held
on Saturday, November 13, 1982, at
~ the beautiful La Jolla Village Inn in
La Jolla, California.

- With his delightful wife Brownie
‘at his side, Mitch accepted this
highest honor which the Fraternity
“¢an bestow on one of its own mem-
‘bers before the nearly 300 members
‘and guests who attended the ban-
quet. In attendance were represen-
tatives of all chapters in the West-
ern Region and Grand President
‘Mike Mallonee, Executive Director
‘Mike Mazur, Past Grand Presidents
‘Tom Mocella and Bill Tatum, West-
ern Regional Director Skip Loomis,
Golden Council Member Tom
Harnett and Chapter Consultant
Jere White.

At the banquet, Skip Loomis
served as Toastmaster while John
McCarthy, president of Iota Pi
Chapter at San Diego State, gave
the Invocation. Following the pre-
sentation of the award by Grand
President Mallonee, Brother Mitch-
ell gave his remarks which are re-
printed in the following inspiration-
al article.

R. Nelson Mitchell, our Deltasig
of the Year, was chosen from among
the nominees submitted from the
chapters across the nation in recog-
nition of his outstanding contribu-
tion to his chosen profession; his
continued service to Delta Sigma
Pi; and his service to his communi-
ty. Initiated by Chi Chapter at
Johns Hopkins on March 2, 1929,
Mitch served in a variety of offices
while in school and, after accepting
a position with USF & G Co., in Chi-
cago, was actively involved with the
Chicago Alumni Chapter and lived
at the former Beta Chapter house
from 1934 to 1941. In 1946, after
serving in World War 11, Mitch was
transferred to San Francisco where

he spearheaded the founding of the
San Francisco Alumni Chapter. He
participated in the installation or re-
activation of 13 Western Region
Chapters during the period of 1958
to 1965 when he served as a District
Director and 1965 to 1973 as West-
ern Regional Director. A member of
the National Executive Committee
from 1969 to 1973, Mitch also
chaired or served on nine commit-
tees and currently is a member of
the Senior Advisory Council. The
Order of the Golden Helmet was
awarded to Brother Mitchell at the
32nd Grand Chapter Congress in
Atlanta.

Mitch retired from the Travelers
Indemnity Company in 1972 as Su-
pervising Underwriter and was
President of the Surety Underwrit-
ers Association of Northern Califor-
nia, a member of Aahmes Temple
A.A.O0.N.M.S., Sonoma County
Shrine Club and Riffs.

Truly an outstanding Deltasig,
Mitch and his wife Brownie reside
in Santa Rosa, California.

Tonight you have honored me
with the Deltasig of the Year
Award which many Brothers, more
worthy than I, deserve. I proudly
but humbly accept and share this
great honor with thanks to and on
behalf of those too numerous to
‘mention who, over the years, made
this possible.

There is one person, however,
whom I wish to thank publicly for
the thoughtful suggestions, con-
structive criticism and total support
given to me in all of my fraternity
activities, plus just plain putting up
‘with me for over 40 years. THANK
YOU, BROWNIE.

With your kind indulgence I'd like
to share with you a few random
thoughts about our fraternity. As
‘we gather at this Western Regional
Meeting just one week after our
75th Diamond Anniversary it again
is appropriate for us to reflect on
‘the motto which I understand is on
‘the Archives Building in Washing-
‘ton, D.C. It reads, “The heritage of
‘the past is the seed that brings

consideration to the basic reason for
the founding of Delta Sigma Pi?
Brother Harold V. Jacobs, at the
1957 Grand Chapter Congress, said
it was ““To aid in the development of
the moral character and deportment
of our founding fathers supplement-

ed by a desire to associate with
those of like professional and social
interests.”

Our Four Founders, on November
7. 1907, sowed the seed which has
sprouted into 204 chapters and over

110,000 members. Obviously, these
men of vision foresaw the special
values, high ideals and opportuni-
ties we share today.

Over the past 75 years our prede-
cessors have recognized and shared
in the values and privileges estab-
lished by our Founders, making
their own contributions to our con-
tinued growth and progress. Can
we, the present bearer of this re-
sponsibility, do less! I say no! We
need to reflect upon the accomplish-
ments of the past, but we must con-
centrate on the programs for our
progress of the future, which, of
course, will soon become the past.

All of us have two ends

with a common link,

on one we sit—with one

we think.

Success depends on which

we use,

It’s heads we win and

tails we lose.

Ours, however, is not a responsi-
bility with that choice. We cannot
just sit; we have to keep moving.

I heard a story sometime ago
about a group of delegates to a con-



vention which met in Boston. Hav-
ing an afternoon off from business,
they set out to see something of the
city. The group stopped on one of
the busiest downtown corners and
without realizing that they were im-
peding the flow of sidewalk traffic,
they stood on this corner looking
around and up at the various build-
ings. It took a good Irish cop to
handle the situation. He walked up
to them and said, ““If you guys want
to stand on this corner, you gotta
keep movin’."”

Many years ago Oliver Wendell
Holmes stated, “The real thing in
this world is not so much where we
stand as in what direction we are
moving.”" I believe the actual day to
day living of our Ritual and purpose
will keep us moving in the right di-
rection—ever forward, never back-
ward.

The key to the tremendous idea
that is Delta Sigma Pi is, of course,
the chapter program. Make it first
class. Memorize the Ritual: Do not
permit hazing and you will establish
the right kind of lasting impression
that is so desirable. The Central Of-
fice, your National, Regional and
District Officers are vitally interest-
ed in your progress. They are happy
to assist you in any possible way,
but you must keep open the line of
communication. I cannot too
strongly emphasize this.

To be a business executive has al-
ways been the ambition of many
young persons, for the business ex-
ecutive is a central figure in the
economic and social life of our coun-
try. But being an executive is not
merely a massive desk and a name-
plate on a door. It takes many de-
mands, including the demands of
temperament, drive and health. An
executive is always meeting chal-
lenges, must make sound decisions,
direct the work of other people and
needs imagination and courage.
Many a brilliant idea has been lost
because the person whose dream it
was lacked the spunk to put it
across.

The problem in business is to get
the right men and women, keep
them, and develop them into good
leaders. No business and no frater-
nity will run itself. It needs a leader
who keeps a jump ahead of the pro-
cession.

You outstanding students of busi-
ness and you successful business
executives are well aware that pre-
planning, setting goals, implement-
ing procedures to attain those goals
and evaluating the results were, and
still are, of prime importance.
Goals, of course, are fine, but every
person on the team must put out
real effort if those goals are to be
met. We all know a chain is only as
strong as its weakest link—Delta
Sigma Pi is no different.

Most of us realize the value of
Delta Sigma Pi to its members is
entirely dependent upon the individ-
ual. Membership must never degen-
erate upon graduation into a mere
matter of owning a badge which
probably is so safely stowed away
its owner cannot find it. The mem-
ber who contributes to the welfare
and progress of the fraternity will
find the experience rewarding.
Those who accept membership with-
out any personal contribution of
time, effort or money will find the
fraternity will serve no useful pur-
pose for them. They waste their
time and money in joining for there
can be nothing gained without pay-
ing the price.

Since what we enjoy today is the
result of the efforts of the many
who preceded us, we should not ask,
“What can be gained by serving the
fraternity?’’ Rather, ask ‘“What can
we do to repay those who have cre-
ated this fraternity for us and how
can we help provide a rewarding ex-
perience for those who follow us?”
Let me say first of all that I am con-
vinced that we are all far better
than we have been given credit for
being. While much of the criticism
of fraternities has been justified, it
is also true that much of it has come
out of ignorance and prejudice. The
person is the priceless ingredient to-
day so we must constantly be im-
proving our speciality, which is the
development of persons adequate
for the day in which they are living.

Although life is somewhat behind
many of us, it is mainly before most
of you here tonight. Day after to-
morrow will belong to our grandchil-
dren and tomorrow will belong to
our children. Today belongs to us to
serve our children and grandchil-
dren and to express our loyalty to
the past by our service to the fu-

ture.

While Delta Sigma Pi member-
ship involves great responsibility, it
also is a lifetime privilege. You un-
dergraduates and we alumni hope-
fully will make good use of this priv-
ilege. We can and must ensure that
today’s undergraduates, as a total
group, are better and more loyal
alumni tomorrow than yesterday's
undergrads generally are today.

Dr. Ray Lyman Wilbur, former
president of Stanford, once indicat-
ed that there is nothing better than
a good fraternity and there is noth-
ing worse than a bad fraternity in
the development of young people.
Although no two persons are exact-
ly the same in their tastes, ideas
and points of view, in a good fra-
ternity, such as ours, members can
and do gain much from their in-
terchanges of ideas with their
Brothers.

We are Deltasigs for life. Oursis a
lifetime journey, not just a fleeting
experience completed upon initia-
tion or graduation. This is our pro-
fessional fraternity and it needs
each and everyone of us to partici-
pate in its activities.

The world, our nation and our fra-
ternity will always be just what
people make it for no human organi-
zation or society is any better than
the people who compose it.

During the past 53 years it has
been a great privilege for me to have
been associated with so many dedi-
cated Deltasigs who have contribut-
ed so much to the welfare and prog-
ress of our fraternity. I give my
strongest vote of confidence to
them and to you who lead, work for
and take justifiable pride in our
badge and Greek name.

I am grateful to them and to you
for allowing me the opportunity and
pleasure of serving our fraternity
and I hope that in some small way |
have helped to bring forth the har-
;est of the future for Delta Sigma

THIRTY YEARS OF
EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

How did it begin? As far back as
1945, the Board of Directors of the
International Fraternity of Delta
Sigma Pi began to give consider-
ation to the possibility and practi-
cality of creating an Educational
Foundation. This Foundation would
enlarge upon some of the activities
carried on by the Fraternity and in-
augurate new services in the field
of worthy educational and scientific
projects of business research and
other professional activities.

Following the 17th Grand Chap-
ter Congress in 1949, Grand Presi-
dent Walter C. Sehm appointed a
special committee to investigate
such a project. The committee was
chaired by Walton Juegnst who rec-
ommended to the Board of Direc-
tors in August, 1952, the adoption
of a purpose, preparation of bylaws

30

and an organization set-up.

On March 11, 1953, the Delta Sig-
ma Pi Educational Foundation was
incorporated as a General Not For
Profit Corporation under the laws of
the State of Illinois.

Presently, the Delta Sigma Pi Ed-
ucational Foundation funds the fol-
lowing programs: undergraduate
scholarship program for Deltasig
children-grandchildren-neices or
nephews; graduate study grants for
all members of Delta Sigma Pi; Del-
ta Sigma Pi Scholarship Key, Delta
Sigma Pi Biennial Survey of Univer-
sities Offering An Organized Curric-
ulum in Commerce and Business
Administration; and graduate study
grants to the national winner of the
Delta Sigma Pi Undergraduate of
the Year Award.

All members in good standing of

the International Fraternity of Del-
ta Sigma Pi, as well as the surviving
spouse of such members, are eligible
to become voting members of the
Delta Sigma Pi Educational Foun-
dation and do so upon contributing
$100.00 or more to the Foundation.
Contributors of less than $100.00
are associate members of the Foun-
dation and become voting members
once the total of their contribution
reaches the $100.00 level.

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In the January, 1983 issue of
The DELTASIG, we showcased
the national and regional win-
ners of The Delta Sigma Pi
chapter awards: Most Out-
standing Chapter, Most Im-
proved Chapter and the Nation-
al Community Service Award.
In this issue, we recognize the
National Chapter Advisor of the
Year Award and its first recip-
ient.

The National Chapter Advisor
of the Year Award was estab-
lished in 1981 and was first
awarded in 1982. It was devel-
oped to recognize that one advi-
sor, nationally, who has excelled
in his or her service to the chap-
ter and the fraternity.

To be eligible to receive this
award, there are four criteria
which must be met. First, the
advisor must be an initiated
Brother of the International
Fraternity of Delta Sigma Pi.
Second, the chapter nominating
its advisor must have received a
minimum of 75,000 points in the
Chapter Efficiency Index dur-
ing each of the three previous
years. Third, the chapter advi-
sor must have attended a major-
ity of the chapter’s business and
professional meetings, at which
meetings he or she has lent his
or her counsel and advice when
requested. Fourth, the nomina-
tion for the award must be made
at a regular or special meeting
of the chapter, with at least

90% of the chapter members ap-
proving.

The national winner for 1982
is Timothy D. Gover, chapter
advisor for Epsilon Omega
Chapter at Eastern Illinois Uni-
versity. Tim, a 1958 initiate of
Beta Phi Chapter at Southern
Methodist University, is an as-
sociate professor of finance at
Eastern Illinois University. In
1964 he helped organize Epsilon
Omega Chapter and has served
as chapter advisor from 1964 to
1971 and 1974 to the present.

He has served Delta Sigma Pi
and Epsilon Omega Chapter in a
number of ways: as a member of
the Board of Directors; as a dis-
trict director; and as chairman
of numerous national commit-
tees. He has attended seven
meetings of the Grand Chapter
Congress and has also attended
seven regional conferences.

Since the chapter’s founding
in 1964, Epsilon Omega Chapter
has achieved 100,000 points in
the Chapter Efficiency Index 13
times and only once has the
chapter failed to obtain 75,000
points in one year. This out-
standing performance not only
reflects on the chapter, but also
on its advisor, Timothy D.
Gover. His service to Epsilon
Omega Chapter and the nation-
al fraternity make him an excel-
lent choice as the recipient of
the National Chapter Advisor of
the Year Award.
